WORSHIP (10 minutes)

Have one person offer a prayer of PRAISE to God, our Heavenly Father.

Briefly gather the Dads of your group in the center of the circle, lay hands on them, and
have several members lead out in prayers for them to be good Fathers!

WIN (15 minutes)

PRAY for people your group is reaching out to that they would come to know Jesus!

Utilize the list of over 60 summer activity ideas and PLAN at least a couple things to do
together as a group and to invite the people you're seeking to connect with.

WORD (25 minutes)

1. Have everyone turn to and someone read 1 Corinthians 7:8-24 aloud.
2. Pick any of these questions to discuss for the sake of bringing Biblical understanding to our

lives. Encourage your group to only discuss thoughts from Pastor Steve’s message or from
their study of the Bible — not worldly wisdom:

» Re-read v. 24. How might this statement be what Jesus is telling YOU? — “live in
humble obedience where you are & seek to bloom where you’re planted.”

» If you're single or single again, what might the spiritual benefits be for you to stay
single?

» If you’re married, what might YOU (not your spouse) need to do to make your
marriage more honoring to God?

» Why might it be more important for YOU to focus on Jesus, seeking to be the right
kind of spouse (or the type of spouse God would aspire you to be), and let God work
on your behalf - than it is for you to try to alter your situation?
