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Boys Team Starts the Season with 1 Win and 1 Loss  

As the Clay Moody era starts at CAL, the team has a challenging schedule and 
the 1st week was a good example of that.  

On Tuesday the team hosted Lexington Christian Academy.  CAL jumped out 
early with a 17-7 start to end the 1st quarter up 19-13.  The lead increased dur-
ing 2nd quarter for a 36-27 halftime advantage.  Tim Henderson already had 23 
points and 6 rebounds by that point!  LCA came back strong in the 3rd quarter and had several scoring runs to tie the 
game going into the 4th period.  During that period, CAL took an early 4 point lead but LCA hit three 3-point shots to 
take a 1 point led with 30 seconds to go.  Collin Lopez then hit a driving lay-up to put CAL up for good as the defense 
held for a 64-62 victory.  Henderson led the team with 29 points.  Lopez followed with 14 points and a team high 4 as-
sists.  Chas Bierbaum had a great game with 13 points and team highs with 8 rebounds and 3 blocked shots.  Drew 
Mumford and Mitch Warren each added 3 points and Mike Arnold had 2 points as well.  Henderson also led the team 
with 3 steals to go with 7 rebounds of his own.  

On Saturday, the team traveled to Shelby County.  Shelby was a tough enough opponent but the adversity the team 
had to play through made the effort even more difficult.  Chas Bierbaum injured his shoulder very early in the game and 
didnôt return.   CAL started off to take a 7-2 lead and ended the 1st quarter behind 19-20.  The 2nd quarter was even 
more challenging as Tim Henderson and Michael Arnold each got into foul trouble so CAL played without 3 sen-
iors.  However, the reserve players played great to keep the game close.  Despite the foul situation, Bierbaumôs injury 
and 11 turnovers, CAL was only behind 32-38 at half.  The 3rd quarter was pretty even as CAL stayed close (46-
53).  However, as the game progressed in the 4th quarter Shelby County used it superior height and depth advantages 
to pull away in route to a 79-63 victory.   Collin Lopez led CAL with 17 points (along with 4 rebounds and 3 as-
sists).  Drew Mumford had 15 points, Henderson 12 points, Jacob Richter 6 points (along with a team high 5 rebounds 
and 2 steals), Mac Walden 5 points, Jake Edwards and Mitch Warren with 3 points each and Tyler Stocking with 2 
points.   Edwards had a team high 4 assists and Henderson added 2 steals as well.  
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The Boysô and Girlsô Swim Teams got the regular season off on the right foot on November 23rd against Kentucky 
Country Day. The girls won all but two events on the way to a 98-75 victory. The boys won all but three events in 
a 110-74 win.

The Lady Centurions marched to the campus of Thomas More and achieved the aim of winning their second game of 
the season, silencing the skilled guns of the Lady Rebels, ranked #5 in the state in the Courier-Journalôs season pre-
view.
