CAL Makes History at KHSAA 
State  

Championships  

     The ink hadn't dried on the 11 school re-
cords set by the Girls' and Boys' Swim Team 
in last weekend's Regional Meet before many 
of them were broken again this weekend at 
State. The girls set seven new records and 
the boys bettered six school marks on their 
way to the best finishes in CAL's history. The 
boys finished tired for 8th in the state for their 
third consecutive top-10 season. The girls 
broke into the top-10 for the fist time in 
school history by placing 7th in the state. The 
boys and girls combined to take 3rd in State 
besting last year's 9th place finish. But there 

were several other firsts as well.

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     The boys got things started in the morning 
sessions on Friday and Saturday. The boys 200 
Medley Relay of Alex Schaper, Justin Weiss, Max 
Cain and Cole Skinker set a new team record on 
their way to CAL's first ever third place finish in at 
state and just tenths of a second off an All-

American Consideration time. Max Cain didn't have his best swim in the 200 Free 
during prelims, but came back in finals to set a new record and take 10th place. He fol-
lowed that up with a 5th place finish and new record in the 100 Fly. Cole Skinker set a 
new school record in the 200 IM with an 8th place finish and took 11th in the 100 Free. 
Alex Schaper was still feeling the affects of being sick earlier in the week on Friday, 
but came back strong on Saturday taking 10th in the 100 Back. Justin Weiss finished 
up a strong season with a new school record and 12th place finish in the 100 Breast. 
The 400 Free Relay of Cole Skinker, Madison Latter, Max Cain and Alex Schaper 
knew they had to win the Consolation Heat in order to seal their 8th place team finish 
and they did just that leading all but one lap of the race to claim 9th place. Jacob Ar-
nold, Justin Weiss, Austin Schaper and Madison Latter gave a 
strong performance in the 200 Free Relay to finish 20th.
