On Tuesday, the outdoor track weekly rankings came out and the 
Lady Centurions continued to hold down their 5th place rankings for 
Class 2A.  The boys moved into the rankings for the first time this 
season and are currently ranked 9th in the state.  Both teams con-
tinue to develop, with an eye toward a strong finish in the May 26th 
Regional and June 3rd State Meet.  One of the ways the teams de-
velop is to face the best competition possible and that is just what 
happened this weekend.  
  
It all started on Friday evening, with the 1st Annual Dream Mile, run at St. Xavier.  The quality of Kentucky 
distance running has been rising quickly and it was the desire of the organizers of this event to try to attract 
some national attention, by gathering the top milers in the state in one race.  This event was an invitation 
only race and CAL©s own Jenna Rogers was one of the 16 selected!  Jenna©s credentials as the 2A State 
Cross Country Champ and the 6th fastest 3200 time in the state, got her into this race.  Every runner was 
individually recognized on a very windy evening, in front of a very enthusiastic crowd.  The race had a 
"rabbit" or pace settor to insure that the times would be fast - and they were!  Jenna placed 12th and set a 
new school record of 5:26.62.

Early the next morning, the team headed out to Radcliff, to compete in the 
loaded North Hardin Invitational.  Of the 22 teams competing, 17 of the girls 
team are currently ranked in their respective classes and 14 of the boys teams, 
including the top 4 ranked 3A teams.
