The CAL defense established the tenor of the game early as John Popovich 

and Chad Meredith each made big quarterback sacks during the first Golden 

Eagles offensive possession.  The Centurion offense didnôt take long to estab-

lish their rhythm, scoring on their first possession with a 17 yard pass from 

Andrew Risher to Joe Freibert.  On the next possession, sophomore kicker 

Colton Talley made a booming kick-off and Drew Shadburne made a solid 

tackle on the Golden Eagle returner.  The CAL defense drove the Shawnee 

offense backwards for three plays before Popovich blew-up the Golden Eagle 

fake punt attempt.  Three straight handoffs to Ivan ñthe Dieselò Talley resulted 

in another Centurion touchdown!  The Centurions got the ball back quickly 

after a spectacular interception by sophomore cornerback Nate Smith.  The 

Centurions quickly turned the Golden Eagle mistake into points with punish-

ing runs from senior running back Ivan Talley.
