CENTURIONS SWEEP THE DISTRICT ! 
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CAL 2 South Oldham 0 

The soccer week began Tuesday night in the Region 8 semi-final 

against a solid South Oldham team ranked #21 in the state.   

CAL started strong and fast out-possessing South for most of the 

first 20 minutes of the game and pressing the ball deep into 

Southôs territory.  Kate Joss broke free halfway through the 

period just inside the 18 but her hard shot sailed just over the 

crossbar. Kenzie Dannelly just missed, as well.  Claire Andres, 

Catherine Collins and Kendall Moore played exceptional at 

midfield controlling the ball and sending numerous surgically 

sharp passes forward to open targets.  Goalie Taylor Smith 

made two incredible saves, coming out in her aggressive fashion to cut off Southôs excellent forwardsô shooting angles and deflecting away their 

attempts.  After leaving the field injured in the gameôs first minute, Annie Beanblossom came back into the game with zeal and anchored a stal-

wart defensive effort along with Megan Mintman, Sydney Mathis and Annie Ledford.  Together they turned away attempt after attempt.  It was 

0-0 at the half. 

 

Just over a minute into the second half, at the 38:42 mark, 

Joss popped a pass over the top of Southôs defense to Dan-

nelly who used her speed to break free and hammer the ball 

into the back of the net for CALôs first goal. 1-0 CAL!!  

More excellent defensive play kept S. Oldham at bay as the 

half wore on. Then, at 17:42, Dannelly nailed her second 

goal of the night for a 2-0 insurmountable lead.  The 2-0 

victory put CAL into the Regional Final scheduled for 

Thursday against Oldham County.  However, bad weather 

postponed the game to Saturday afternoon.

In an emotional beginning to Saturdayôs game, Coach John Zutt 

came to warm-ups to encourage the girls before leaving to be with 

his mother and family.  Our prayers are with Coach Zutt and his fam-

ily, as his mother passed during the day.  Assistants Joey Autrey and 

Lauren Sierra filled in ably in Coach Zuttôs absence.  

 

In a hard fought first half, mid-fielders Collins and Moore were 

outstanding again, and Ros Churchman added valuable minutes too, 

as the trio kept possession for much of the period.  Outside midôs 

Faith Shepherd, Sydney Mathis, Kelsey Meade and Lindsey Dunn worked hard and helped CAL move 

the ball from inside to outside and down the field.  Joss and Dannelly had some potential opportunities but Oldham Countyôs defense withstood 

our first half scoring attempts. It was 0-0 at the half.    

 

The second half started out poor for CAL as two and a half minutes in, after a Taylor Smith diving stop, Oldham County got their foot on the 

rebound to take a 1-0 lead.  Just a couple minutes later Joss broke loose off a great Dannelly pass and hammered a shot at goal, but Oldhamôs 

goalie was there.  Joss then hit the rebound shot hard, but it was also turned away.  CAL worked feverishly to push the ball downfield to create a 

chance for the next 25 minutes without success.  Sydney Mathis and Faith Shepherd played great crossing balls and Moore and Collins continu-

ally played great passes forward.  Then with just 8:58 remaining, off a nifty Kendall Moore pass, Kenzie Dannelly powered a shot from around 

the 18 yard line over the goalieôs head, off the cross-bar and down into the goal.  It was tied 1-1!!!  Regulation time concluded with the score still 

at 1-1.  Two five minute overtimes were played and no one scored!  The Region 8 Championship Game would now be settled with Penalty Kicks.   

 

Taylor Smith pounded the first shot into the net for a CAL 1-0 lead and then turned away Oldhamôs first shot as CAL took the PK lead and would 

never look back.  Clare Andres also knocked one in with ease.  Stepping up big, Taylor ñNinjaò Smith stopped 2 of Oldhamôs first three shots.  

Kenzie Dannelly calmly drilled her attempt which put CAL up 3-1 in PKôs.  When Smith deftly kicked away Oldhamôs fourth PK attempt IT 

WAS OVER!!! CAL WINS 2 -1 ON Penalty Kicks!!
