Friday night lights returned to CAL stadium in a big way last week, along with all the trim-
mings: the Band , singers , fog machine, fireworks, cheerleaders , clothing sales, conces-
sion stand, face painting by the Art Club , and recognition of our state champion ath-

letes in several sports at halftime. 

The (4A) Evansville Bears brought a big team (with a couple of 315 pounders) to CAL and 
played some very solid football, capitalizing on every CAL fumble and not making any of 
their own to prevail 27-7é..but the story on the field was much closer than the story on 
the scoreboard at the end. 

CAL took the opening kickoff, and drove the ball deep in to Bear territory, with first downs by Richter, Epperson and 
Risher .  A lost fumble at the Bear 29 followed by a 69 yard TD pass left CAL behind 6-0.  Joe Freibert  took the ensuing 
kickoff back 32 yards, but a play later another CAL fumble gave the Bears the ball again at their own 35.  The Bears 
quickly put up another TD with a potent passing game to a very tall and fast receiver, and CAL trailed 12-0.   continued

CAL started a 3
rd

 drive, and moved the ball well with 1
st
 downs by Epperson, Rich-

ter and Talley  all the way to the 12 yard line, only to cough up the ball again to the 
Bearsé.who took the fumble 88 yards for a 3

rd
 frustrating TD: 19-0. 

This CAL team has developed some strong character over the last few years, and 
did not hang their heads or quit ï they got more determined.  The D stiffened up, 
and put a lot of pressure on the Bear passing game, and Risher  picked off a pass at 
the 20 to deny them a TD.  The CAL O looked strong with a 25 yard Epperson  
catch, a 15 yard Talley  run, and an option pitch to Osborne  for 14, taking CAL 
deep into the red zone.   But thenéthe curse of the fumble returned at the 4 yard-
line.  The CAL D held them with some crushing tackles by Catron and Wind-
horst , and CAL got the ball back.  Joe Freibert  took a 17 yard Richter  pass in for 
6, and Parks  added one to close the gap to 19-7.  Thunderfoot Yadon  put the 
kickoff into the endzone, and the Bears were done for the half. 

Early in the 2
nd

 half, Risher  stopped a scoring drive with his 2
nd

 interception of the 
night at the 2 yardline.  The Bears ended up getting a safety on CAL, but 2 points 
is better than 7!  CAL free kicked from the 20, and the CAL D stopped Evansvilleôs 
drive with a 10 yard sack by the Jarminator .  CAL punted back a few plays lat-
er.  The D stopped the Bears again, as Hodgson  spun off 585 pounds of blockers and 
sacked the QB 12 yards deep.  The game got very gritty: they puntedéwe punted 
backé.they punted againéthey interceptedéour D held at the 20 with big tackles by Wind-
horst, Jarm and Wilson .  Finally, CAL had the ball with backs against the goal line, and the 
Bears scooped up a fumble for their final score 27-7.  

The statistics were pretty well balanced, and without the execution mistakes CAL could have 
easily prevailed.  We had 14 first downs vs. 11 for Evansville.  CAL had 192 yards rushing, 
led by Talley  with 80 yards, Osborne  54, Richter  47.  Epperson  led receivers with 44 

yards, Freibert  25.  Windhorst and Yadon  led tacklers with a half dozen each. 

The game was played with good sportsmanship, and the Bears joined us at midfield for pray-
er.  Coach Dryden was proud of the way our guys never quit, never put their heads down, 
and kept giving 100% until the last whistle.  CAL travels to a rematch with Indianapolis 
Broadripple next Friday.
