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It soon became clear the Sacred Heart goal did not intimidate the younger CAL squad.  Panic turned to passion as the CAL defense stood shoulder to shoulder 
in the box .  Clare Andres and Emily Mintman stood strong in the middle and muscled attackers away from standout goalie Taylor Smith.  Freshmen Annie 
Beanblossom, Faith Sheperd and Lindsay Dunn shut down the wing attacks and prevented crosses.  The midfield focused on disrupting the SHA central attacks 
and Annie Ledford, Catherine Collins, Kenzie Dannelly, and Kate Joss fought to keep the action in front of them and away from the CAL goal.
